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    Airport Heights Community Council Bylaws      

Adopted July 18, 1985

Revised and adopted October 15,1998

revised and adopted January 20, 2000

ARTICLE I NAME

The name of the community council will be Airport Heights Community Council.

ARTICLE II BOUNDARIES

The Airport Heights Community Council shall include the area bound on the East by Bragaw Street; South by Northern Lights from Bragaw to the South Fork of Chester Creek, north along the South Fork to the confluence with the Middle Fork of Chester Creek, west along Chester Creek to its intersection with Sitka Street Orca Place: West by Sitka Street Orca Place and North by 15th  Avenue/Debarr Road

 to it's intersection with Sitka street 15th Avenue/Debarr Road, West on an imaginary line North of  Sitka street to it's intersection with  5th Avenue, North by 5th Avenue to it's intersection with  Bragraw Street.

ARTICLE III PURPOSE

The purpose of this Community Council shall be to provide a direct and continuing means of citizen participation in local affairs and to afford citizens an opportunity for maximum involvement in neighborhood and community concerns and self-determination in such matters.

ARTICLE IV MEMBERSHIP

Any person of legal voting age or older is eligible for membership providing that person is a homeowner, resident or tenant residing within the boundary described in article II. Further, there shall be a single vote conveyed to an individual who is a property owner or owner of a business. A business corporation, non-profit corporation, non-profit association or government entity physically located within the boundary shall designate one only member to represent their interest within the Community Council.
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ARTICLE V MEETINGS                                                                                                                                 

There shall be a minimum of four general membership meetings per year, one which shall be the annual meeting for purpose of electing officers. The annual meeting shall be held in October. All meetings shall be open to the general public.

                                   ARTICLE VI VOTING                          

Each member as defined in Article IV shall have one vote. Each member must be present at the time of the vote to cast a vote. Proxy voting is not allowed.

ARTICLE VII OFFICERS

Section 1 Officers

The officers shall be President, Vice President, Secretary/Treasurer, and two members-at-large. The officers, standing committee chairs, and immediate past president shall constitute the Executive Board.

Section 2 Election

Elections shall take place at the annual meeting in October. All officers shall be elected for a one-year term.

Section 3 Duties of Officers

A.     The President. The president shall:

1. Be the principal presiding officer and shall in general supervise the affairs of the Council and ensure that these bylaws are followed and enforced:

 2.   Establish meeting agenda

 3. Ensure that a voting delegate attends each monthly Federation of Community Councils Board meeting.

        B. The Vice President. The Vice President shall:

1. Be Parliamentarian for each meeting:

2. Keep a sign in log with the name, address and phone number of each person who attends a meeting, which log is to be turned over to the secretary at the end of each meeting.

3. Assume the duties of president when the president is absent.
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C. The Secretary-Treasurer. The Secretary-Treasurer shall:

1. Ensure that copies of these bylaws are available for review and distribution at every council meeting:

2. Keep and report the minutes of all meetings:

3. Be responsible for sending copies of minutes to the Community Councils Center:

4. Ensure proper distribution of meeting notices and agenda:

5. Be responsible for maintaining records and doing correspondence for the Council;

6. Keep custody of the membership- voting register and ensure it is available at every Council meeting.

7. Have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds of the Council;

8. Make disbursements as necessary upon the authorization of the Council; and

9. Report at each membership meeting all receipts and expenditures for the preceding month, including a statement of current balance of funds.

        D. Members-at-Large. Members-at-Large shall;

1. Coordinate and supervise ad hoc committees as necessary: and

2. Coordinate Council neighborhood contact system.

        E. Officers shall in general perform all of the duties incident to the offices they hold and such       other duties as from time to time may be assigned by the president.

Section 4 Resignations, Vacancies,and Removal

       A. Resignations shall be made in writing.

       B. Three (3) consecutive absences from general membership meetings by an officer shall constitute a vacancy.

      C. Any officer of the Council may be removed for violation of the Council's rules.

1. Written notice of the violation must be given by a member of the Council to the elected officers and the member or officer being considered for removal at least 15 days prior to the general member ship meeting at which time a vote of confidence will be taken:

2. Provisions must be made on the agenda for presentation of charges and for defense of the accused: and

3. A Two thirds (2/3) vote of the Council members present and voting is required for an officer to be removed.

D. Removals, resignations and vacancies can be filled by voting membership at the next general membership meeting.
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ARTICLE VIII EXECUTIVE BOARD

          A. The Executive Board shall be composed of the elected officers, immediate past president, and all chairpersons of the standing committees of the Community Council.

            B. The Executive Board shall meet at the call of the president or any three Board members.

C. The Executive Board is delegated to make decisions and speak on behalf of the Community Council, when the general membership is unable to meet. The Executive Board Shall keep the membership informed of important matters and shall report all actions taken at the next general meeting.

ARTICLE IX COMMITEES

Committees may be established by a vote of the Community Council at any time for whatever purpose deemed necessary. 

The nature and duties of the committees shall be determined by the Community Council.

The Community Council shall have both standing and ad hoc committees.

Section 1 Standing Committees

The standing committees of the Community Council are Zoning Enforcement(,) and Traffic, Community Patrol and Parks and Beautification. The chairperson of each standing committee is a member of the Executive Board.

Section 2 Ad Hoc Committees

The nature and duties of Ad Hoc Committees shall be determined by the Community Council.

Section 3 Nominating Committee

The Nominating Committee shall consist of three (3) Council Members appointed by the Executive Board. Nominating Committee members may not run for office while serving on the committee.

The  nominating committee shall develop a slate of candidates and conduct the annual election. The Nominating Committee,in conjunction with the Executive Board,shall be responsible for Council-wide notification of the annual meeting, including the meeting agenda and a slate of candidates.
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ARTICLE X FINANCES

A. Funds collected by the Council shall be  deposited into a special account at an established bank with the secretary- treasurer being responsible for all deposits and accountings.

B. The Council May not receive voluntary contributions in excess of $50.00 250.00 per year from any member.( to meet the cost of operations.)

C. The Council shall have the authority to sign all checks and make all withdrawals with the secretary-treasurer and one other officer being required to sign each check or withdrawal.

D. A financial report signed by the Secretary-Treasurer and President showing all receipts and expenditures shall be made at the annual meeting in October.

ARTICLE XI AMENDMENTS

These bylaws may be altered, amended or repealed by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the members present at a general or special membership meeting if at least 14 days written and mailed notice is given of the intention to alter,amend or repeal bylaws at such a meeting. The notice shall include a statement of the articles to be changed and the reason.

ARTICLE XII PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

Robert's Rules of Order, Newly Revised, shall govern the Community Council meetings in all cases in which they are applicable.
