Chamard: AWAIC center to sort and clean donated items and made available, is this further concentration of social services?
Klein: Security is important, but social service corridor being enhanced.
Constant: No consensus within the AWAIC board.
Chamard: Is that the best use of that land?
Heinrich: Seems like wrong location for clients.
Chamard: Suggest consult with downtown community council and downtown partnership.
Kemplen: Is this conducive to a livable winter city?

Klein: Liquor licenses for Kings X & Barry’s Baranof, forward to Public Safety
7:10 Redistricting: 
Pat Flynn (via phone): Birch proposals for 2 charter amendments for redistricting assembly and school board & mandating apportionment for 2014 election, submitted a S-version to Birch proposal to change terms of assembly members to 3 years and propose 1-measure districts throughout. Neither proposal will have 8-votes to get charter amendment to ballot.
Chris Constant: Does the process violate the AK Open Meetings Act & would that hurdle help?
Flynn: Yes, overpopulation of downtown districts will be proposed under the Ossiander plan on the 18th – concentrating progressive population. Possible DOJ claim to prevent redistricting for 2013 election. 
Klein: Any dis/advantage to present lines if plan fails?
Flynn: Prefer present districting.
Klein: Charter amendment will make it equally unfair. What should be the Fairview Community Council’s position?
Flynn: Birch would be in charge of redrafting the assembly & school board districts; possibility to balkanize Anchorage on schools. S version will avoid school board redistricting.
7:38 Flynn (call ended)
Lorring: Takes leisure time and money to win School Board seats. Lower socioeconomic neighborhoods don’t have anyone representation. Will be better for kids to have 1-member districts. 
Klein: What is our position or goals? Equal representation
Chamard: 1-member district preferable, need to be cautious of concentration of non-voters
Need: In favor of equal representation, single member districts are equally unfair.
Kemplen: two-member districts are more likely to get resolutions considered & avoid balkanization.
Constant: 2-members even if from different areas better for Fairview?
Klein: Example is the Save Our Alleys Task Force. Because Rogers Park is involved, we have 2 additional Assembly members. If not for Roger’s Park, we would only have one. If we had two Assembly members we would have 4. Current arrangement disadvantages Fairview. What position do we want to take?
Constant:  We can make a point that there were no public meetings; flawed process.
Klein: Do we support putting 1-member districts on the ballot? How about 1-member districts for the School Board?
Kemplen: Bad idea for the School Board; the political calculus would change. Members form cliques along socio-economic lines. More resources go into parts of the district that are more socially advantaged and politically active.
